Bids will be received for a single prime contract. Work to commence on or about March 4, 2019
and be substantially completed by April 15, 2019.

Neither the District nor its agents will assume liability for the inability of a bidder to submit a bid in
a timely manner or to the correct location. Bidders bear full and complete responsibility for the
timely submission of such bid. Any proposals received after the designated time or at the
incorrect location will be returned to the bidder unopened.

Should the successful bidder fail or neglect to furnish satisfactory performance/payment bonds,
refuse to enter into a Contract on the basis of the bid, or fail to meet the requirements of this
Notice and the specifications regulating the award, the bidder's security may be retained as
liquidated damages.
